Letter form the President

With our bulk cable contract expiring in late June 2010, I have appointed resident Joe Powers as chairman of the cable committee. Joe and his fellow committee members will investigate our options with the various cable and satellite providers and follow up with recommendations for the community pertaining to a new contract and available services. Sometime in this process we will be sending a multi-question survey to each home. The board feels that it would be to everyone's benefit that it be filled out and returned.

With the hurricane season here, tree trimming and thinning will be commencing shortly along Pheasant Walk and at the park and its east entrance on Hollybrook.

Modifications and fine-tuning of the irrigation system are continuing to lower our FPL bill. We have also had the completion of the painting of all the street stop sign poles and informational and regulatory sign poles. The board would appreciate it if the residents would discontinue the practice of taping signs to the street stop sign poles. Unfortunately, some of the tape used permanently adheres to the poles and leaves a residue that necessitates more frequent painting and therefore higher cost for maintenance of the poles.

If you are not aware of it, a claim of discrimination has been filed with the Palm Beach County Office of Equal Opportunity (OEO) against Pheasant Walk HOA. The law firm of Moyle Flanigan Katz Breton, White & Krasker, P.A. has been retained to represent the HOA. The OEO investigation will be completed some time in August. We will keep the homeowners informed of developments as they come available.

Due to the present economic times, there are no plans at this time to go forward with any costly new projects.

In the first twelve days of June, 120 of our residents have paid their full cable bill due July 1. We would be remiss if we allowed some other of our residents to not pay their fair share of the annual maintenance and cable bills. To address this we are left with no choice but to seek legal collection for past due monies from those who fail to pay their bill, or communicate with the board, in a timely manner.
